This scholarship will be awarded to a family member of Delta Sigma Theta Sorority, Inc., Saginaw Alumnae Chapter. The scholarship, not to exceed $750, will be funded through chapter dues and will be awarded only if funds are available. Motion made by Soror Scott-Mason. Motion adopted. 

Article VII, Section 10B—Bonding 

Each fiscal Chapter officer is bonded for a minimum of $10,000. Motion made by Soror Bowman. Motion adopted. 

Article XIV: CHAPTER REPRESENTATION, Section 2: Reimbursement 

The chapter shall reimburse the delegate and alternate delegate for Conference registration, travel, lodging, and meals up to $40 per day/per delegate. Motion made by Soror Harge. Motion adopted. 

MAY WEEK/WOMEN’S CONFERENCE—Soror Tracey Floyd 

· May Week activities include a Gerrymandering Conference (May 17), Black Dollar Days (the Committee is seeking viable businesses), and a Women’s Conference (May 12) 11:30-2:30 at the Trillium. The ticket price is $35; each Soror will be asked to sell 3 tickets (including self). A lunch menu will be served. Five to seven vendors will be sought. The budget for the conference (based on 125 tickets sold) was presented as follows: 

· Revenue--$4,900 minus Expenses--$3,370=Net Profit of $1,530 minus Speaker Fee of $918=$612 Profit to the General Fund. 

Soror T. Floyd made a motion that the budget for the May Week Women’s Conference to be held on May 12 be accepted as reported. Motion was adopted.
